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Abstract

Evolution, a theory presented by Charles Darwin, although it was a biological
theory, was not limited only to this scientific field, but also gained epistemological
and ontological dominance over other branches of human knowledge, from the
Experimental Sciences to the Humanities and Social Sciences. Among the fields
that were not immune to the influence of this meta-theory were literary studies;
Evolutionary literary criticism, which is the product of this fundamental
transformation in science, attempts to provide an explanation of the behaviors of
the "human species" by utilizing Darwin's theory of natural selection that reflects
the nature and character of this creature. The present article is an attempt to
apply the rules of evolution to analyze the behavior of the main characters in the
novel "Neither Angel, Nor Saint" by Ivan Klima. first addressed the meaning and
basis of evolution and then its impact on literary criticism. Then, explored the
components of that theory in this novel. By going beyond the surface and
entering the depths of the individual and collective actions of the characters in
the story, we encountered behaviors such as violence, jealousy, betrayal, etc., all
of which have their roots in the evolved nature of man. The result of this research
is, first of all, confirmation of the comprehensive explanatory power of the theory
of natural selection in the field of fiction, and, in the next stage, highlighting the
background and common foundations of all human behavior, despite all the
cultural and historical differences of human societies.

1. Introduction

The terms "Darwinism" and, from the
second half of the twentieth century,
"Neo-Darwinism," refer to a systematic
ontology and anthropology that, with the
emergence of Charles Darwin and the
publication of On the Origin of Species and
subsequently The Descent of Man, and the
presentation of the theory of evolution
based on natural selection, created a huge
revolution in human knowledge in the
second half of the nineteenth century .

Daniel Dennett, as the most important
Neo-Darwinist and philosopher defending
the theory of evolution in our time,
emphasizes in the first chapter of his book,
Darwin's Dangerous Idea, that "Darwin's
discovery, i.e., the natural evolution of life
through natural selection, is the greatest
discovery of mankind in the history of
science and superior to the discoveries of
Newton and Einstein" (Dennett, 1995: 27) .

This theory did not remain confined to
the field of biology and had a fundamental
impact on the humanities and social
sciences. It is explained that the central
concept in evolutionary literary studies is
"human nature,” or the evolved
characteristics shared among the human
species .

The present research also offers a
Darwinian reading of a fictional work,
based on the principles established in The
Origin of Species and elaborated upon by
Neo-Darwinists in the second half of the
twentieth century, becoming a discipline
and scientific system through an
interdisciplinary  collaboration among
psychology, evolutionary sociology, and
modern literary criticism.
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2. Purpose, Literature

Review, and Method
This research is descriptive, conducted
using the library method and employing
the principles and criteria of evolutionary
literary criticism.

3. Discussion

The fundamental premise in evolutionary
explanation is that among all species of
living beings (animals, plants, and
humans), only those generations have
persisted whose behaviors have achieved
maximum success in satisfying the two
main instincts: "survival" and
"reproduction.” According to Darwin,
there is no human characteristic that is
not a continuation of the traits of other
primitive species; Darwinists insist on the
claim that "humans have evolved in an
adaptive and compatible relationship with
their environment." The Darwinian literary
perspective claims that literary behaviors
are rooted in the evolved nature of
humans. By human nature, researchers
mean a set of states and genetic traits
transmitted by humans; based on these
approaches, the focus of literary
Darwinists is on discovering evolutionary
patterns of behavior in literary texts.
Ultimately, evolutionary literary criticism,
in its simplest and crudest form, merely
seeks to identify the basic and common
needs of humans; for example, survival,
sex, and status—and to wuse these
categories to describe the behaviors of
characters depicted in literary texts
(Carroll, 2010) .

In the novel Neither Angel Nor Saint, most
evolutionary behaviors organized for
those two goals (survival and successful
reproduction) can be distinguished,
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including: physical attractiveness, sexual
jealousy and possessiveness, betrayal,
violence, and the struggle for survival
(immortality). In this article, we attempt to
extract and analyze each of the mentioned
constituents from the story text by citing
evidence, in order to provide an
evolutionary reading of it.

4. Conclusion

Based on Darwinian anthropology, the
deep individuality of the human species
depends on its physical and biological
reality; on animal needs, tendencies, and
reactions such as hunger, thirst, inner
anxiety, and sexual desire; on basic
emotions embedded in the depth of
human nature: maternal and child love,
sympathy, hatred, desire for
companionship, and on cognitive forms
that appear in all normally developing
minds. These evolved and genetically
transmitted tendencies constrain
language and culture. Language and
culture express and formalize instinctual
tendencies.

In this article, we became acquainted
with a type of methodology and worldview
centered on biological knowledge that
views the life of living beings, especially
humans, as a result of the struggle for self-
preservation and reproduction through
adaptation to the surrounding
environment. Based on this foundation, we
conclude that literary texts are a mirror
for reflecting human behaviors and
interactions with themselves, others, and
their biotic world, which are explained and
enumerated in evolutionary anthropology.

In this regard, we proceeded with the
evolutionary analysis of Neither Angel Nor
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Saint and put the efficiency of Darwinian
literary theory in explaining human
behaviors embodied in literary works to
the test of experience. The extraction of
evolutionary elements such as
immortality, reproduction, survival,
physical attractiveness, jealousy and
possessiveness, betrayal, violence,
empathy, etc., from the aforementioned
novel led us to the conclusion that the
principles and criteria of Darwin's theory
have acceptable capacity for representing
the evolved human nature manifested in
literature, and provides a deeper
understanding of the behaviors of the
story's characters.
