1. Introduction

Mehdi  Akhavan-Sales’s “Zemestan”
(“Winter”) stands as one of the most
influential works of modern Persian
poetry, frequently interpreted as a poetic
embodiment of the social, historical, and
political crises of its time. Yet the
dominance of sociological, political, and
symbolic readings has meant that the
poem’s deeper existential and
philosophical layers have rarely been
examined through a coherent or
theoretically grounded lens. As a result,
the lived experience of the poem’s subject
and his relation to Being—arguably one of
the poem’s most essential semantic
foundations—has often been left merely
described rather than philosophically
analyzed. Heidegger’s existential
philosophy, with its concepts of ‘being-in-
the-world’, ‘the forgetfulness of Being’,
‘presence’, ‘unconcealment’ (aletheia), and
‘hiddenness’, offers a rich theoretical
framework for reinterpreting the modern
human experience of isolation and the
rupture between the individual and Being.
However, a systematic engagement with
these concepts in relation to modern
Persian poetry—and particularly
“Zemestan”—remains largely unexplored.
The central question, therefore, is how the
poem’s pervasive sense of coldness,
disconnection, silence, and failed human
communication can be understood not
merely as social metaphor but as an
existential condition—an expression of
what Heidegger terms the ‘forgetfulness of
Being'. In “Zemestan”, the crisis at stake is
not solely political or historical; it is an
existential rupture between body, soul,
and Being. The frozen, defensive body
constrains the soul’s capacity to open itself
to authentic presence in the world, and
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the subject’s yearning for union with Being
becomes entrapped in a cycle of
disconnection and unanswered longing.
This tension forms the core hypothesis of
the present study.

2. Purpose, Literature

Review, and Method
This study employs a descriptive analytical
methodology grounded in a combined
existential philosophical and semiotic
approach. The primary aim is to examine
the experiential movement of the poetic
subject in Akhavan-Sales’s “Zemestan”,
tracing the stages of existential rupture,
failed openness to Being, and the cyclical
return to disconnection. To achieve this,
the research adopts a Heideggerian
framework, using key concepts such as
‘being in the world, ‘presence’,
‘unconcealment’, and ‘the forgetfulness of
Being’ as analytical tools. These concepts
serve not merely as philosophical
references but as operational categories
for interpreting the poem’s ontological
structure. In  parallel, the study
incorporates elements of embodied
semiotics, particularly the relationship
between body, soul, and Being. This allows
for a reading of the poem in which
corporeal imagery—especially coldness,
rigidity, and stillness—functions as a
symbolic and experiential marker of
existential paralysis. The methodological
process involves a close reading of the
poem, followed by a stage based analysis:
the existence of the subject, the subject’s
presence, presence within Being, the
interaction and entanglement of subject
and world, the attempt at fusion, and
ultimately, the re-emergence of perpetual
rupture.  Through this integrated
approach, the study seeks to reveal the
philosophical depth of “Zemestan” beyond
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its conventional socio
interpretations.

3. Discussion

The analysis of the poem “Zemestan”
through the lens of Heideggerian thought
and the semiotic theory of body and soul
confirms the central hypothesis of this
study. The findings demonstrate that
Akhavan- Sales’s  poem,  beyond
representing social coldness or historical
stagnation, presents a profound image of
the existential crisis of modern human
beings—a crisis rooted in the rupture
between body, soul, and Being. The
analysis shows that the poetic subject
begins from the mere level of existence
and gradually moves toward attempts at
presence, interaction, and fusion with
Being. However, at none of these stages
does the subject attain existential
openness. Coldness, as an embodied force
and quasi-subject, dominates the body,
the senses, and perception, fixing the body
in a frozen and defensive condition.
Consequently, the soul, which constitutes
the horizon of meaning and the potential
for openness toward Being, remains in a
state of isolation and is unable to guide the
body toward an eventful and transcendent
experience of existence. The analysis
further reveals that the poem’s addresses,
invocations, and the repeated emphasis on
identity (“It is I, yes I") reflect the soul’s
desire to establish a relation and to
overcome the condition of disconnection.
Yet this desire ultimately fails in the face
of blocked existential horizons, the
absence of the sacred, and the dominance
of ‘Gestell'. The circular structure of the
poem and its return to the initial silence
confirm that the subject’s effort to recover
an authentic relation with Being does not
lead to any opening; rather, winter
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becomes stabilized as a persistent
existential condition. Accordingly,
“Zemestan” can be understood as a
representation of the failed union of body
and soul and the inability of modern
humanity to escape the cycle of the
forgetfulness of Being. Within this cycle,
coldness appears not as a temporary
phenomenon but as a fundamental
condition of the contemporary human
existential experience. Thus, the study’s
hypothesis—regarding the existential
nature of the poem’s crisis and the
subject’s failure to achieve authentic
presence in Being—is fully confirmed.

4. Conclusion

In Akhavan-Sales’s “Zemestan”, we witness
the subject’s gradual movement from the
mere state of ‘being’ toward an attempted
‘fusion with Being’, followed ultimately by
a return to rupture. The poem does not
present a linear narrative of a social
condition; rather, it portrays the
existential trajectory of a subject who, in
encountering the world, others, and Being,
is continually suspended between
presence and absence. On this basis, the
analysis of the poem is structured around
the following stages. To conduct a precise
reading of “Zemestan”, six stages of the
subject’s existential experience have been
formulated, derived from key concepts in
Heidegger's philosophy. These stages
provide the analytical framework through
which presence, interaction, and the
possibility of fusion between the subject
and Being are examined. Inspired by
Heideggerian notions such as the
‘forgetfulness of Being’, ‘being in the
world, ‘existential anxiety, and the
‘closure of the horizon of meaning’, the
stages include: the subject’s existence, the
subject’s presence, presence within Being,
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interaction and entanglement with Being,
the attempt at fusion, and the final return
to perpetual rupture. The poem is
analyzed in light of these six phases.

The poem clearly articulates the subject’s
distance from Being and his repeated
attempts to enter into presence. Within
Heidegger's  framework, “Zemestan”
depicts the difficulties human beings face
in confronting Being and understanding
their place within it. The subject seeks
truth and presence, yet within a cold and
unyielding world, he cannot achieve true
connection with Being and ultimately falls
into solitude and unanswered longing.
Akhavan-Sales’s “Zemestan”, when viewed
through Heidegger's thought, is not
merely a depiction of despair but a
rendering of a potential path beyond the
crisis of modernity. Images such as “the
skeletal trees” and “the dust clouded sun
and moon” reveal the crisis of
objectification, while the cry for the
“young and noble Messiah” rekindles the
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possibility of reconciliation with authentic
Being. Heidegger rejects the subject-
object dualism and invites the human
being to “dwell near Being”; Akhavan-
Sales’s poem responds to this invitation
through a symbolic and deeply existential
language.
