In another article entitled
“An Analysis of Factors Affecting Agricultural
Investment and Entrepreneurship in Rural Areas
(Case Study: Villages of Tehran Province)” by
Bahmani et al., (1399) that published in the
Journal of Applied Research in Geographical
Sciences, 21, No. 63, regarding the diversity of
activities of farmers, it has more economic
activities in rural areas and is consistent with the
purchase and sale of agricultural products, and is
inconsistent in investment contracts and
international documents. In another article
entitled "Challenges of internationalization of
tourism businesses in Iran" which was published
by Heidari et al. (1399) that published in journal
of tourism and development, year 10, No. 2, there
is a lack of sufficient rules in the agricultural
tourism industry and is consistent in this findings
and international documents in this field and
investment agreements are inconsistent. At the
end of international contracts, agricultural
tourism investment is the connection of the
government, agricultural tourism investor,
agricultural tourism investor, agricultural tourism
practitioners and agricultural tourism tourists, so
according to the indicators that the public and
private nature of agricultural tourism were
examined and public and private of agricultural
tourism contracts of BOT group is correct and on
the other hand, international documents that exist
can be included in these contracts and as
contractual obligations from the investor in the
period of investment and operation, can expect
acting on these International and commitments
that along with agricultural tourism, the risks are
reduced and agricultural tourism is in line with
international standards and, and we are
witnessing improved agricultural tourism.
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
