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Abstract

Romanticism was an artistic, literary, philosophical and social movement
historically culminated in the nineteenth-century. This movement spread
throughout the European and even non-European countries, including Iran. Its
components first appeared in the poems of the constitutional period and then
entered the contemporary poetry and fiction. "A Quiet Romance” is the latest
work of Nader Ebrahimi, one of the best-selling books of recent years. It is
interesting to note that although this novel was written in a realist body, it is full
of components of the school of Romanticism, components that give it a different
aspect (poetic, emotional, etc.) and take it beyond the rationalist boundaries of
realism. The present article, using a descriptive-analytical method to analyze the
data obtained from library resources, tries to examine the most important
romantic-cyclical components of the novel “A Quiet Romance”. The result of the
article shows that the author, by using the components of the school of
Romanticism in a realistic text, was able to create a reasonable and artistic
connection between the two schools.

1. Introduction

"Romanticism was an artistic, literary,
philosophical, and social movement
historically culminated in the nineteenth-
century Europe. Some scholars have
referred to this era as the “transition from
classic to modern”. The term romantic was
first used in poetic terms in England in the
seventeenth century, and came to France
in 1676. It has long been used as a synonym
for fantasy and myth. That time, the classic
artists used the word to ridicule the
proponents of Romanticism. However, the
modern writers accepted the word and
proudly uttered it. The rise of
Romanticism in the West coincided with
the collapse of the old order, the Industrial
Revolution, the growth of urbanization,
the growth of the middle class, the spread
of literacy, and other new phenomena that
did not exist externally in earlier periods.
This school was originally an absolutely
revolutionary movement, and its slogans
were the same philosophical and political
discourses as what were uttered in the
Enlightenment. The free expression of
human sensibilities and the affirmation of
individual rights were both simultaneous
with the French Revolution and anti-
modernism.

2. Research Methodology

The present article uses a descriptive-
analytical method to analyze the data
obtained from library research with the
purpose of examining the romantic-cystic
components of the novel “A Quiet
Romance”.

3. Research Findings

According to some scholars, the
emergence of personal, historical,
romantic, analytical and psychological
novels is the result of romanticism, and the

root of this term comes basically from the
word "novel" whose origin is "Romano" or
"Roman". Its original form refers to a story
that is not written in Latin. However, the
language of various European countries
does not follow classical rules and
regulations. With these explanations, one
of the manifestations of romanticism is the
form of the novel. This can be done in two
ways: 1- The whole work should be written
in the form of this school; 2- The artist
should use the components of the school
of Romanticism in some parts of his work.
In this novel, the whole novel is a quiet,
realistic romance. However, the author
uses school components throughout the
text, and this feature gives his work a
realistic-romantic dimension. In general,
Ebrahimi in this book is emotional, even
when he wants to deal directly with reality.
He has a poetic mind and cannot look
outside with ordinary eyes and describe it
with words that have an objective
meaning.  Furthermore,  historically,
Romanticism was the heyday of poetry (as
was the seventeenth century, the century
of tragedy, and the eighteenth century, the
century of prose). The romantic novel
(whether lyrical mystery or the symbol or
creation of an imaginary world) is more
dependent on the world of poetry. The
most important romantic components of
Ebrahimi's book are love, empathy and
oneness with nature, discovery and
intuition, reliance on imagination, interest
in religion, and individualism.

4. Conclusion

One of the major concerns of romantics is
the element of "love". The hallmark of
superiority in the school of Romanticism is
the degree of pain. However, the
component of love in the school of realism
is considered as a subject alongside other
subjects, and not as romanticism as the
only main and central subject. However, “A
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Quiet Romance”, written in the form of
realism, uses the romanticist element of
love as its central component and main
theme. The presence and appearance of
this component in Ebrahimi's novel is so
bold and impressive that other romanticist
features of the text are also related to it. In
addition to the element of love, other
characteristics such as oneness with
nature, reliance on imagination, and
excitement and emotions are also
noticeable; especially the component of
nature that is present throughout the text
and in parts of the text. Moreover, the
three elements of love, oneness with
nature and excitement and feelings have
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
