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Extended Abstract

1. Introduction

The manufacture and production of local
jewelry in Iran has a long history and has
been customary for a long time, but Turk-
men’s jewelry has been forgotten less
compared to the local jewelry of other re-
gions. Turkmen jewelry is often made in
the form of large pieces without details,
and often simplified designs of flowers and
plants and magical patterns with agate
gems and sometimes colored glass are
used on their surface.

Nowadays, most Turkmen arts are pro-
duced in home workshops, and according
to this, the only important source for stud-
ying and knowing them is the works them-
selves that have been left or are being pro-
duced. In addition to classifying the types
of jewelry, this research tries to investi-
gate the impact of Islamic ideas and be-
liefs, totemism, and rituals on Turkmen
jewelry in order to revive this art in the re-
gion.

Turkmen jewelry has been used not
only for women but also for men. It should
be mentioned that these jewelries are not
decorative for men, but rather evoke the
aspect of belief and opinion in the mind.
For example, we can refer to an ornament
thatis in the shape of a bow and arrow, be-
cause the bow and arrow is a symbol of
power in Turkmen culture.

In most of the Turkmen jewelry, there
are hanging grapes that when moving, jin-
gling sound of these pieces of jewelry will
keep Turkmen away from evil spirits; this
was a belief that was left from the distant
past, and the interesting thing is that over
time, even with the acceptance of Islam,
this belief still exists among Turkmen peo-
ple.

Among the Turkmen jewelry, a large
number of them are used for young chil-
dren and teenagers. In order to protect
their children from unexpected occult
events, Turkmen’s ancestors hang various
special pieces of jewelry, such as scrolls,
from their children’s necks. In the Turk-
men culture, there is a ritual that when a
child is born, jewelry is hung on them to
ward off evil and evil eyes, and when the
child begins to walk, bells called "buqgavi"
are tied around the child's feet; this orna-
ment makes a jingling sound while walk-
ing, which according to Turkmen, is meant
to ward off evil.

Turkmens are people with a complex
and different culture in which many se-
crets are hidden. These people have a lot
of respect for their art. Turkmen gold-
smiths engrave their thoughts and beliefs
beautifully on their jewelry. They use the
elements taken from nature around them
in their art. Due to their religious beliefs,
Turkmen people do not allow the use of
natural animal and human patterns in their
art and mostly use abstract shapes and im-
ages.

In this research, which was conducted
in an analytical-descriptive way, and its
data was collected in the library and espe-
cially in the field (observation and inter-
view), an attempt was made to enumerate
the features and types of Turkmen jewelry
and investigate and analyze the role of the
ideas and beliefs of the Turkmen people in
the array of jewelry.

2. Research background
Considering the search carried out in dif-
ferent databases and libraries, the follow-
ing studies can be regarded as close and
related to the content of the present re-
search that the writers have tried to use.

1- Ramona Mohammadi in a book titled
"Clothes and Jewelry of the Turkmen
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People" (2009), has introduced Turkmen
clothing and jewelry and their roles,

properly.

2- Ebrahim Kalte, in a book titled "Turk-
men Jewelry" (2003), introduced Turkmen
jewelry, but did not mention their special
patterns.

3- In a book titled "History of Turkmen
Culture and Art", Volume 3 (2009), Asadol-
lah Maatoufi has provided useful infor-
mation about Turkmen arts and their cul-
ture.

4- Nahid Omidi in a book titled "Eye and
Heart and Hand" (2003), introduced the
arts of the people of Khorasan, including
Turkmen art, but did not mention the pat-
terns of Turkmen arts.

'Itis an ornament that is either sewn to children's
clothes or hung around children's necks as scrolls.
This ornament can be opened and closed and a su-
rah from the Quran is placed inside it.

5- Maral Batirava, in an article entitled
"Protective necklace' for evil eyes", which
was published in Yapraq Quarterly, No. 27
(2005), investigated one of the types of
Turkmen jewelry.

3. Research question

- What are the categories of motifs of
Turkmen jewelry influenced by religious
beliefs and ideas?

4. Research hypothesis

Most of the patterns and designs of Turk-
men jewelry have been influenced by the
religious beliefs and ideas of the people in
different rural, nomadic, and urban Turk-
men areas.
